FLEA CONTROL   
  
                  It has been another bad Summer for fleas in our area. We have been inundated with 
requests for advice and products, as well as being presented with the usual run of itchy dogs and 
cats. Unfortunately, we often find that pet owners “slacken off” with flea control once the weather 
cools a bit, or the flea numbers drop . Flea control in this area is a YEAR ROUND commitment , 
regardless of which product you are using. Failure to do so can lead to a massive hatch of fleas the 
following Spring/Summer, so for optimum flea control, remember to use the  product best suited to 
your pet’s needs every month of the year. If you are still unsure of the best way to tackle fleas, 
please give us a call, or drop into the surgery.
